Fish has Ick (Cryptocaryon
irritans) a very serious
disease as almost all fish
are susceptible. Heavy
infestation can be in gills
and show little or no
evidence of disease on
fish’s body parts
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Treat with:

- CopperSafe

- FixICK

- ParaShield

Two or Maracyn Oxy
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rapid swimming, spots on body,

Worms, gill flukes,
leeches, Gyrodactylus,
Trichodina, multicellular
external parasites or

Gill parasites. Trematodes
(such as Benedenia) or
more common
Dactylogyrus, some tiny

Rapid breathing rate and
gaping gills, mouth kept
open and cloudy eyes.
May not show any
external signs of infec-
tion on body

White grayish,
cotton-like growths
covering mouth. May
spread to fins, tail and

Fish has Mouth Fungus
or Body Fungus, not a
true fungus, but a
bacterial infection

Treat with:
- Maracyn
- BacterShield

Fish appears sluggish, hiding, not
eating or may have swollen body
or red spots, red streaks or bleeding
body area, or protrusion from anus

Internal infection

Treat with:

- Maracyn Two

- BacterShield (internal
infections only)

- Expel-P

- Paracleanse

Fish appears sluggish, hiding & not
eating. May appear to be “wasting
away”, shows loss of color, may
have swollen body area, or show
signs of red spots or red streaks
on body, or protrusions from anus

Bleeding or red streaks
on body of the fish

Internal Infection

Treat with:

- Maracyn Two
- Expel-P

- Paracleanse

Fish’s gills are swollen,
fins are torn or frayed.
Eyes may be cloudy, hazy
or protruding
